	SECOND BUSINESS PARK (ICT BUILDING)

The second Business Park targeted at ICT and Telecom companies, is presently under construction at Onitsha - another milestone achievement of the Obi Administration. Construction work on the project site along Enugu Road, Onitsha, has reached advanced stage.

PARTNERSHIP PROJECT WITH LG WORLD ON WORLD CLASS SHOW ROOM FOR SALE AND DISTRIBUTION OF LG ELECTRONIC PRODUCTS, ULTRA-MODERN WAREHOUSE AND ENGINEERING-BASED ACADEMY
The State Government has initiated a partnership project with LG World and Co. Ltd, for the following

· Full Entertainment Centre

· Academy for entrepreneurship development in the State.
· Banking Halls

· Construction of an ultra-modern world-class showroom/shopping complex
in Awka, for the sale and distribution of LG electronic products.

· Warehouse Facility

An SPV known as LG WORLD ANIDS LTD will drive the project, with the State Government having 30% equity. The first and second tranches of State Government equity cash contribution as well as land for the project (part of equity) have been made. Memorandum of Association between the two parties has been executed with the flag-off ceremony performed by His Excellency, Mr. Peter Obi, Governor Anambra State on 19th April 2010. Actual construction works are already in progress.

ESTABLISHMENT OF NEEM-BASED ORGANIC FERTILIZER PILOT PLANT/PROJECT

The Neem-Based Fertilizer (Organo-Mineral) Pilot Plant, Amawbia, Anambra State, is a joint venture of the Federal Government (through National Research Institute for Chemical Technology – NARICT) and Anambra State Government.

All the equipment and machines for the project are in place, and actual construction works on-going for factory, following the flag off ceremony performed by Governor Peter Obi on 21st January 2010 at the project site, Amawbia. The project will produce green and soil-friendly fertilizer to boost food production, and provide employment.

SME DEVELOPMENT AND N2 BILLION SME INTERVENTION FUND

The development and promotion of Small and Medium Enterprises (SMEs) is being pursued especially following the creation of a special department exclusively devoted to SME development matters. SMEs now receive professional counsel on the profitable running of their enterprises.

The present Administration created an intervention fund of N2 billion, in collaboration with the Bank of Industry (BOI), for the benefit of SMEs and cooperatives. In the first quarter of 2010, an MOU was signed between ANSG, Bank of Industry and 2 Commercial Banks with respect to provision and disbursement of N2 billion credit to micro, small and medium enterprises in Anambra State. Structures are already in place to facilitate actual disbursement of funds which will commence soonest.

INTERNATIONAL HOTEL AND CONVENTION CENTRE PROJECT (MIXED USE DEVELOPMENT) ONITISHA

The HOTEL AND CONVENTION CENTRE, Onitsha, Anambra State, is part of larger proposed Mixed Use Development under the Public Partnership (PPP) initiative.

It comprises a hotel and a convention centre, a part of SMART CITY PROJECT targeted at providing world class infrastructural development for Onitsha.

 The facility shall feature but not limited to the following:

a. An international hotel of 120 rooms with a village square
b. Convention centre
c. Shopping mall (Shoprite, South Africa).
d. Ultra luxury apartments and town houses.
e. Office towers.
f. World-Class infrastructure and a gated estate with installed card system.
The State Government is acting as a catalyst by providing land and funds to kick-start the project through an SPV in which Anambra State Government will have about 20% equity participation. This project is essentially based on Public-Private Participation (PPP).

It is expected that the project when completed, will boost tourism and commerce for increased economic development of the State. Already, tendering process had been concluded, contract awarded and actual construction works at the project sight will commence soonest.

	MARKET DEVELOPMENT

Discussions are on-going between ANSG and private investor(s) on the construction of an ultra-modern market at Isiagu based on Public Private Partnership (PPP) collaboration.  Proposed project will boost Internally Generated Revenue profile of  the State, while adding value to environment and activities thereof.

This joint venture project when completed will include but not limited to affordable lock-up shops with toilet facilities, affordable open shops, loading/offloading bays of 16 trailer capacity, modern abattoirs, parking lots, 3 massive boreholes, day-care centre, clinic, banks, standard restaurants, central bus terminal, guaranteed power supply, integrated fire detection facilities in every shop/ fire hydrants and fire marshals market-wide.

REGISTRATION AND SUPERVISION OF COOPERATIVE SOCIETIES

The Obi Administration has encouraged the formation of cooperative societies as weapon for poverty alleviation and grassroots mobilization. Professional supervision of the societies by the Ministry has intensified, while the department of Cooperatives is being re-positioned to meet the challenges of the times. Hitherto, these officers operated without vehicle and this affected business premises registration/renewal activities and revenue collection.
