MINISTRY OF JUSTICE

Bearing in mind Governor Obi's historic triumphs in courts of law across the country, his soft spot for justice, the Judiciary and the rule of law becomes very easily comprehensible. Never before in Anambra State has the Judiciary received the type of empowerment that is being given to it by the Peter Obi Administration to ensure effective administration and smooth dispensation of justice. ANIDS achievements in this sector have been truly outstanding, resulting in a string of 'firsts' by this Administration. 

In a bid to strengthen the Judiciary, His Excellency has embarked on the following projects:

Construction of ten residential quarters for Honourable Judges, six in Onitsha and four in Awka

Construction of residential quarters and guest house for the State Chief Judge in Awka

Establishment of the State Customary Court of Appeal and appointment of a President and five Honourable Judges for the Court

Establishment of the Federal High Court, Awka: hitherto, the Federal High Court Enugu covered Anambra State.

Appointment of 10 new Magistrates for the State Judiciary

Increase in civil jurisdiction of Magistrates

Appointment of 5 new Judges for the State High Court

Provision of brand new Honda City official vehicles for all the Magistrates in the State Judiciary

Provision of official vehicles for all Honourable Judges of the State High Court and Customary Court of Appeal

Substantial increase in the overhead of the State Judiciary, making it one of the highest in the country

Completion of new court halls for Nnewi and Onitsha Judicial Divisions

Commencement of construction of a new office block for the Customary Court of Appeal to replace the premises it relinquished to the Federal High Court, Awka.

Introduction of new High Court Civil Procedure Rules to expedite disposal of civil cases in the State High Court

Passage of the Child Rights Law and establishment of the Family Court to ensure fair treatment of children in conflict with the law.

Establishment of the Citizens' Rights Directorate and the Office of the Public Defender in Awka and Onitsha Judicial Divisions to render free legal services to the poor
Completion of a new office block for the Ministry of Justice in Onitsha to accommodate all the Ministry's departments

Completion of work on the new office block for the Ministry of Justice at Otuocha

Harmonization of salaries and allowances of Law Officers of the Ministry of Justice with those of Magistrates in the State Judiciary
Release of promotions of Law Officers of the Ministry of Justice, some of which had been delayed for up to twelve (12) years.

Award of contract for the revision, printing and publication of the Revised Laws of Anambra State 2007; the last revision of laws was done in 1991.

Payment of arrears of 2004, 2005 and 2006 robbing allowance for Law Officers of the State Ministry of Justice.
